 Please request a quote from us with your specific party size (number of participants and number of 
staff/chaperones and room requirements) along with any other key details. We will issue a quote to you 
which will be valid for 30-calendar days. This period will give you an opportunity so seek any necessary 
approvals. Once you decide to move forward, we will place your school/club on a ‘no obligation’ 
Provisional Booking (Option). Your Option will be valid for an additional 21-day period and allow you to 
collect initial deposits from your participants. Once you submit your deposits, your tour is then fully 
booked for the All Star International Challenge. 



 

 Deposit structures per paying passenger are as follows: 
 1st Deposit of $200 
 2nd Deposit of $200 
 3rd Deposit of $100 
 Final Balance is due 12 weeks prior to departure 
 All deposits are non-refundable. See our web site for full details of deposit schedules. 

 

 Accommodations – Room configurations have two double beds to sleep four pupils. Prices are based 
on full occupancy of the rooms and any under occupancy will be charged. Supervisory adults will be 
based on twin or single occupancy basis. If there are an odd number of adults in your group whether free 
place or paying members, single room occupancy supplements will automatically apply unless they can 
be accommodated within the rest of your group. 

 

 Credit Card for Hotel Deposits: Every Group Leader should be prepared to present a credit card to cover 
any deposits required for your group’s hotel rooms. 

 

 Flights: Please be advised that groups must fly into Orlando International Airport- MCO (not Sanford or 
other Florida airports) to have airport transfers included. Groups who do not arrive at this airport will 
need transport to/from Walt Disney World which is not included in your packaged rates. If you would 
like us to give you a quote for this, simply ask. Groups should work with a local travel agency to determine 
the best flight options from your regional area. 

 

 Passports: If traveling internationally, please ensure that you are aware of Passport / Visa and ESTA 
requirements for entry into the USA. 

 

 Changes to Party Size - Should the numbers in your party change, or if you require additional rooms, it 
may be necessary to revise the final costs. 

 

 Insurance: All participating groups are required to carry travel insurance. 
 

Your booking will be with Visions in Education, who hold a CAA ATOL License (ATOL 5899). In addition, we 
are members of ABTA, ABTOT, AITO, IATA, SYTA (the Student & Youth Travel Association) and the STF (the 
School Travel Forum), plus have been awarded a ‘Learning Outside the Classroom’ quality badge.
