Local Ales and Craft Beers

Te Caledonian Brewery is a Scottish brewery founded in 1869 in the Shandon area of 
Edinburgh (just down the road!) With awards for Champion Beer of Scotland, Supreme 

Champion Beer of Britain and many more, the Caledonian ales are commonly seen  
in most real ale bars in Edinburgh and throughout Scotland.

Te brewery was the main sponsor for Edinburgh’s 2013 International Fringe. 

(Ryrie’s recommends... “Te Flying Scotsman” A tasty full favoured premium  
bitter at 4.0% ABV!)

Stewart Brewing is an independent craf brewery based on the outskirts of Edinburgh in 
Loanhead and was established in 2004. It produces hand-crafed premium beer in small 

batches, which are available in approximately 200 real ale pubs in Edinburgh,  
the Lothians, Fife and the Borders.  

(Ryrie’s recommends... “Edinburgh Gold” A refreshing golden ale at 4.8% ABV!)

BrewDog is one of Scotland’s largest independently owned breweries producing about 
120,00 bottles per month for export all over the world. It was founded in 2007.

(Ryrie’s recommends... “Punk IPA” A powerful hoppy American  
style ale at 5.6% ABV)

 InnIS & Gunn is a specialised independent brewing company based in 
Edinburgh. Established in 2003, its beer has gone on to be the most popular Scottish 

bottled beer sold in Canada, and second most popular in Sweden. We love it here too!

(Ryrie’s recommends... “Original” A smooth Scottish ale with hints of tofee vanilla and oak
at a powerful 6.6% ABV)

HarvIeStoun Brewery was founded in 1984 by Ken Brooker in a 200 year 
old stone barn on a farm on the Harviestoun estate, near Tillicoultry and Dollar in 
Clackmannanshire. In 2004 the brewery moved to a new modern brewery unit in  

nearby Alva.

(Ryrie’s recommends... “Schiehallion” A Clear golden ale/craf lager with mild citrus aroma, 
fruity and foral at 4.8%)

The Ryrie’s Story...

History
ryrie’s – a “wee” gem... not “yer” typical train  

station “boozer!”

Ryries is a little changed Edwardian public house which occupies a very prominent 
position at the junction of Dalry Road, Haymarket Terrace and Morrison Street and makes 

an important contribution to the townscape. It has good Baronial details and a Scottish 
Renaissance style wooden pub front. Te interior has some attractive leaded and stained 

glass with lettering and a fnely detailed carved gantry behind the bar.

Kirkwood’s map of 1817 shows the earlier building on this site as the Haymarket weigh 
house. At some point before 1852 (possibly in 1842 at the same time as Haymarket 

Station was opened) the corner building had become an inn. It is shown on the 1st edition 
Ordnance Survey map as `Te Railway Inn´ and occupied the whole of the site later 

occupied by Ryries at the East and the Haymarket Inn at the West. Te Haymarket Inn 
was built slightly west of the corner in 1862. Te building now occupied by Ryries would 

appear to have been rebuilt and baronialised in 1868 (the cast-iron hoppers bear this 
date) and some alterations were made to the Haymarket Inn at this date as well. By 1906 
the two parts were linked as private and public bars of one property under the name the 

Haymarket Inn and the ground foor and interior rebuilt. Te client for the 1906 work was 
Messrs Ryrie & Company, whisky merchants, presumably capitalising on the large trade 

provided by users of the station.”

Ryrie’s has witnessed times past from trams coming and going and coming again!

Te erection of the Hearts memorial in memory of the former players of local Edinburgh 
team Heart of Midlothian FC, who lost their lives serving their country during World  

Wars I and II.

And many more tales from the depths of the forgotten...

Ryrie’s is a Historic Scotland listed building.

Budweiser 330ml 4.8% aBv

Budweiser, a pale lager Introduced in 1876 by Adolphus Busch has grown to become one of the highest selling 
beers in the United States, and is available in over 80 markets worldwide. 

Heineken 330ml 5.0% aBv

Heineken pale lager is produced by Heineken International, a Dutch brewing company founded in 1864 
by Gerard Adriaan Heineken in Amsterdam. As of 2007, Heineken owns over 125 breweries in more than 

70 countries and employs approximately 66,000 people.

Corona Extra is a pale lager produced by Cervecería Modelo in Mexico for domestic distribution and export to all other countries  
besides the United States, and by Constellation Brands in Mexico for export to the United States.

Fischer produces Desperados, a pale lager favored with tequila..

A hoppy and powerful ale in the American style. Teir fagship brand from Scotland’s own “Brewdog” Brewery.

Budvar 330ml 5.0% aBv

Budweiser Budvar Czech Premium Lager.

Lefe Blond 330ml 6.6% aBv

Lefe Blond is an authentic blond abbey beer with a slight hint of bitterness to it.
Te brand is owned by InBev Belgium, the European operating arm of the global Anheuser–Busch InBev brewery giant.

Johnnie Walker Black Label
Johnnie Walker has the luxury of having exclusive access to Scotland’s very best whiskies, ranging from the 

powerful west coast malts all the way to the more subtle east coast favours. Black Label draws upon all these 
aromas to create a unique blend with a smooth, deep and complex character.

Monkey Shoulder
A mix of three diferent Single Malts - Glenfddich, Balvenie and Kininvie - and is great with mixers 

or just on its own. Smooth, sweet and very easy to drink.
